Description of thesis subject  

The BAUHAUS4EU European alliance comprises 10 universities in 9 European countries, and has set 
itself the goal of developing a joint campus on a European scale. This new university will contribute 
to a sustainable transformation of our respective territories, and promote an inclusive and equitable 
transition. The alliance is founded on a set of values, including social justice, gender equality, 
academic freedom and empathy. 

The alliance has also established a set of academic themes, which serve as a basis for cooperation.
